This past weekend, Grade 12 students visited Cholpon Ata with Ms. Claire, Ms. Valeria, and Mr. Andrew for an 
exciting and hands-on Geography fieldwork experience. The focus of their study was the leisure, tourism, and 
sport sectors of the city. During their visit, the students successfully interviewed over 70 individuals, gathering 
data that directly represented insights from more than 300 local and international beachgoers. 

In addition to their research, students had a great time exploring the city, enjoying the beach, and engaging in 
team-building activities. After a productive and fun weekend, they have returned to class, ready to tackle their 
final year at BIS! 
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Last weekend, our Grade 10 students embarked on         
an unforgettable trip to the beautiful Issyk Kul lake. Their 
adventure began with a fun stop at the Hawaii café, 
where they enjoyed some tasty school snacks before 
continuing on to the Raduga resort, where they had a 
volleyball tournament with pizza as the grand prize. 
Some students swam in the thermal pool, while others 
enjoyed the lake.  

The day ended with a bonfire and disco. The trip was a

Students used their fine motor skills to cut 
replaceable cartoon strips, and their problem 
solving skills to build the cylinder. A slim stick was 
poked through the bottom in order to balance, hold 
and spin the zoetrope. 

And behold, the project was complete, with the 
fascinating results of a dog seemingly catching a 
butterfly, as well as a man skipping and running. By 
experiencing zoetrope animation first hand, the 
children had a sense of wonder and needed few 
prompts to explore it further. 

Grade 0 has been learning about senses and how they 
help to explore the world around us. 
Students have been talking about how different things 
feel, smell, taste, sound and look. The children took part 
in activity based learning that encouraged investigation, 
exploration and how motion can create the illusion of 
movement. A zoetrope tricks the sense of sight by 
displaying a sequence of drawings showing progressive 
phases of motion, viewed through a cylinder with slits.
