WINTER SMOG IN BISHKEK 

Bishkek has reasonably good air throughout summer but as soon as the winter heating season starts, outside 

air is bad for our health. Coal burning in homes and the power station is the main source of this pollution, and 
coal burning in Bishkek has increased dramatically in the last 20 years. We are all at risk from November to 
March, with temporary respite when we get strong wind or rain, but extremely high risk at times of still air and 
temperature inversion which traps dirty air in the city.  

At BIS we have HEPA air filters in every room to keep the AQI below 50 inside the building. A PurpleAir monitor 
in the library is online here. We also have a PurpleAir monitor in the playground. The official US Embassy air 
quality monitor is here. We also check all rooms and corridors daily for the AQI level to make sure all filters are 
working correctly, including HEPA filters on air intake systems which are changed regularly. 

The BIS Air Quality policy is here. Children with asthma or other air sensitive issues are not allowed to play 
outside if the AQI is over 100. If AQI reaches 200, outside play is cancelled for all students and play times are 
inside. When we build a new campus, we will plan more space for inside play, as air pollution problems are not

Other cities have moved away from burning coal to improve air quality. For 
example, Salt Lake City, USA, changed the main power station fuel from coal 
to gas and they ban all coal and wood burning in houses during temperature 
inversions. Ulaanbaatar banned burning raw coal in 2019 and improved air 
quality in winter by over 40% compared to the previous five years.  

We all need to work hard to bring these changes to Bishkek, or we will soon 
be unable to go outsiŘŜ ƛƴ ǿƛƴǘŜǊΦ 9ǾŜƴ ƴƻǿΣ ŦƻǊ ȅƻǳǊ ŎƘƛƭŘǊŜƴΩǎ ƘŜŀƭǘƘΣ 
minimize their time outside when the air is bad and get HEPA air filters for 
all rooms at home, to at least keep inside air clean.
