This week our little learners had an exciting time 
discovering the different diets of animals and humans. 
We explored which animals eat grass, which love 
meat, and which enjoy fruits—just like us! 

During Circle Time, the children sorted different types 
of food, matching them to the right animals.

like we do! The children then crafted lions using glue 
and paper, recognizing that lions eat meat, just like 

some people.

Each child chose to paint an apple or a 
tomato—both delicious and healthy choices!

This week in Preschool 2, we had an exciting 
adventure to learn about wild animals! 

We started with a virtual field trip to the Safari to 
explore the animals' habitats. We learned that the 
weather on Safari is hot and it rarely rains. After that, 
we went on a pretend Safari field trip. We wore hats 
to protect our heads from the sun, took our binoculars 

and animal checklists, and hopped into a pretend 
vehicle to search for wild animals. We spotted zebras 
on the grassland, rhinoceroses with horns, and giraffes 
with lots of spots, along with many more fascinating 
creatures.

This week in Preschool 3, our young learners explored 
the world of recycling! We learned what recycling is 
and why it is important to take care of our 
environment. Our focus was on the most-used 
material in our classroom – paper! 

Before recycling, we had a blast throwing paper 
around the classroom, cutting it into small pieces, 
and making a big mess! After all the fun, we worked 
together to clean up every piece and placed it into a 
special bin labeled "Paper Only." Then, we learned 
how those shredded pieces could be turned into 
something new! By blending the wet paper, we 
created hard cardboard sheets, which we later used 
as a canvas for painting and drawing. We also made 
beautiful paper quilts using cut-out pieces, proving 
that old materials can have new life! 

In math, we continued practicing counting to 20 while 
focusing on length and height. The children compared 

the heights of different classroom furniture, measured 
their own heights, and created a height chart 
together. It was an exciting way to connect numbers 
to real-world concepts! 

In phonics, we revised all Phase 2 sounds through 
interactive games. The highlight was our scavenger 
hunt, where the children eagerly raced around the 
classroom searching for hidden letter sounds. Their 
excitement and teamwork made it a fun learning 
experience! 

This was our last week before Spring Break, and we 
couldn’t have ended it in a better way! Thank you for 
your continued support – we love watching the 
children explore, create, and grow!
