various living things by habitat and then placed them in 

different pyramids. The living things were separated based 
upon which were producers, herbivores and carnivores. 
Grade 0 Blue also built model habitats to discover where 
animals lived. 

Within these natural communities animals eat specific 
diets that connect them together in food chains. The 
children created crafts that engaged their senses of touch 
and sight, and helped their fine motor skills, as well as 
hand-eye coordination. These interactive activities helped 
them engage in positive connections to learn new vocabu- 

lary, while studying about the food chains and 
habitats. Linking words to images helped reinforce 
their meanings. Combining labelling and craft 
creation was a fun way to introduce the vocabulary, 

while building a sense of achievement and

Arctic food chain. While they were all taught how 
to draw these living creatures in the same way, the

amazing sketches and artwork. 

Learning about living things and their natural 
surroundings is important for children because it is 

a great way to introduce them to the environment. 
It makes students aware that animals need certain 
conditions to live. They also have acquired an 
understanding, through one of our lines of inquiry, 
that all living things have an important role in their 
natural environment.

This week, our Preschool 1 friends began an exciting new unit

around us by exploring one of the most important tools we 
haveτour amazing bodies! 

We started by getting to know our body parts and learning how 
they help us move, play, build, feel, and connect with others. The 
children were curious and full of wonder as they discovered what 
their bodies can do. 

In math, we counted our arms, legs, eyes, and ears and learned 
that many body parts come in pairs. Using our own bodies to 
explore numbers made learning feel fun and meaningful. 

In music time, we sang and danced to the joyful classic song

each body part, we practiced naming them and understanding 
their purpose. It was a cheerful and active way to connect music 
with learning. 

One of the highlights of the week was a special body tracing 
activity. Each child laid down on a large sheet of paper while we 
gently traced around them. Together, we looked at the outlines 

and talked about what our body parts help us do. The children 
made beautiful personal connections:

We finished the week with a fun and creative building activity 
using large foam puzzles. The children worked together, chose 
different shapes, and built amazing structures. It was a wonderful 
way to practice teamwork, problem-solving, and fine motor skills. 

This week was filled with curiosity, creativity, movement, and 
joyful learning.

In Math, we practiced counting and recognizing 
numbers. In Literacy, we learned the new letter sound 

/p/ and found words like preschool, pumpkin, and 
parrot. To practice, we played another scavenger 
hunt! The children walked around the classroom with 
magnifying glasses to search for pictures of objects 
beginning with the letters s, a, t, and p, and then 
sorted the pictures correctly. 

We also read Puffin Peter ōȅ tŜǘǊ IƻǊłőŜƪ ŀƴŘ ƳŀŘŜ 
colorful parrots to help remember the /p/ sound. 

Next week, we will continue learning about the sense 
of sight and explore more with science tools!

colored sugar water and watched the colors separate, 
it was magical! 

In math, we practiced the days of the week, and had 
fun building and clapping out AB and ABBA patterns 
using colors and actions! 

In phonics, we continued blending CVC words using 
our Phase 2 sounds. 

It was a week full of fun, learning, and adventure!
