GOVERNING BOARD MEETING ON 23 APRIL 2025   

The Governing Board (GB) met to discuss important updates and ongoing strategic initiatives aimed at

expansion plan. The GB received an update on progress related to land acquisition and infrastructure planning

Updates were shared on preparations for our joint accreditation process through the Collaborative Learning 
Protocol (CLP).

The meeting included discussion of parent-school communication and responses to individual concerns. The 
school continues to emphasize partnership with families, transparency, and thoughtful support for all members 
of the community. 

Looking ahead, the Board will meet again on 4 June 2025, with a continued focus on long-term planning, 
educational quality, and community engagement.

JJ also 
presented a financial overview, noting a decline in both income and expenses, and encouraged more parents 

to get involved to help sustain the future work of the Parents Association. JJ also confirmed her resignation as 
President, expressing her gratitude to the BIS community, and urging parents to volunteer, to ensure the 
continued growth and strength of the Parents Association. Afef Tlili, a parent-elected member of the Governing
