In July 2024, students from Russia and 
Kyrgyzstan joined the international geological

The event celebrated the 75th anniversary of 

the Geological Faculty of Irkutsk State 
University and was organized with support 
from geological organizations and the Russian 
Geological Society. 

The expedition took place from July 22 to 29 
and had two parts. First, students visited 
geological museums in Irkutsk, the Baikal 
Museum in Listvyanka, and attended a lecture 
at the university. Then, they traveled to the 
village of Bolshoye Goloustnoye near Lake 

Baikal, where they did real fieldworkτ
studying rocks, landscapes, and learning 
how to plan geological routes. 

A total of 23 people took part, including 14 
school students from Tatarstan, Buryatia, 
Kyrgyzstan, and Irkutsk. The trip was led by 
university teachers and geology club 
leaders. It was a great chance for young 
geologists to explore nature, learn new 
skills, and make friends.

We went outside for a special Color 
Hunt! The children used magnifying glasses to look closely 
at leaves, flowers, and even little bugs. They searched for 
different colors in natureτred flowers, green grass, brown 
tree bark, and yellow sunshine. It was a great way to 
practice observation skills and talk about what we see 
around us. 

Shadow Play and Space Art. Inside the classroom, we 
explored light and shadows by playing with flashlights and 
our hands. The children noticed how shadows change when 

we move the light. Then, we created a large space-themed 
art poster together. Everyone painted stars, planets, and 
rockets. Afterward, we imagined traveling through space
