In Literacy, we learned the letter sound /i/ and 
discovered that words like igloo, injection, ink, and 
iguana begin with this sound. To help us remember, 
we made a fun iguana craft! 

On Friday, we celebrated Inclusion Day. We read the 
book The Same but Different Too by Karl Newson and 
took part in special activities that helped us celebrate 
how we are all unique and special.

This week in Preschool 3, we explored the wonderful 

world of plant, fruit, and vegetable patterns! 

We observed the beautiful patterns on leaves and 
fruit skins, looked closely at symmetry in flower 
petals and fruit halves, and discovered how tree rings 
and watermelon seeds show us natural patterns too. 
The children had a wonderful time smelling roses and 
learning how different fruits, vegetables, and plants 
come in many shapes and sizes. 

To wrap up our unit, the class collaborated on a 
stunning mural filled with halved fruits, symmetrical 

designs, and real leaves and flowers. It’s now proudly 
displayed in our classroom for everyone to enjoy! 

In Math, we continued learning about Time. The 

children learned about the clock face, the meaning of 
the numbers and hands, and even began to 
understand the basics of telling time. They especially 
loved pretending to be clock hands and matching 
times to parts of our daily routine!  

In Phonics, we’ve been revising our Phase 2 sounds, 
blending simple words, and continuing to grow our 
early reading skills.  

It’s been a fun, creative, and enriching week, and 
we’re so proud of all the wonderful learning that’s 

taking place!
