During a recent DP1 Biology class, students explored the structure and 
function of the cell membrane through a creative, hands-on activity. Working 

in groups, they designed and built physical models of the cell membrane, 
carefully representing its key components. 

Once the models were complete, students used them to take photos and 
create short animations showing how different molecules move across the 
membrane (GIF1 and GIF2). This brought to life important concepts such as 

diffusion, facilitated diffusion, osmosis and active transport. 

The activity helped students strengthen their understanding of cell membrane 
structure, better remember its components, and visualize how cellular 
movement occurs. Just as importantly, it allowed them to collaborate, be 
creative, and enjoy the learning process. A great example of how active 
learning can make complex biological concepts both memorable and fun!
